CLOTHING: All contestants and gallery must wear dark or camouflage clothing, or you may be asked to change before 
running your dog.  Waders may be required. 
 
RUNNING ORDER: Dogs and bitches will be mixed and run in order of the draw.  Dogs handled by the same owner will be 
separated where possible.  It is the responsibility of the handler to clarify any conflict with the Marshal of each Test.
